GRAPHIPLAST® 7948 combines the problem-free handling of self-adhesive labels with a temperature resistance up to 400 °C - unrivalled for this type of product. The material is ideally suited for fully automated identification with labelling machines.  Barcode-based identification in the production department is therefore possible - even for really "hot stuff". 
GRAPHIPLAST® tags and labels ensure reliable identification for any type of product in the metal industry – from raw material to the finished product. Even under tough everyday conditions including the impact of the weather during outdoor storage and extreme temperature variations during transport, the identification with S+P labels and tags enables efficient stock control and logistics.
