Swissbit a big hit at Flash Memory Summit 2016
Swissbit focus on high capacity MLC SSDs and security products at FMS 2016
Bronschhofen, Switzerland. September 1, 2016 – Swissbit, the leading European manufacturer of DRAM and flash memory solutions for demanding applications in the industrial, automotive and telecommunications sectors, confirmed that their participation at the Flash Memory Summit 2016 in Santa Clara, California, was a resounding success. As a Platinum Sponsor and with a visibly larger booth than in previous years, Swissbit reinforced its long-term commitment to its American customers with three presentations by Swissbit experts on flash technologies and secure storage solutions which generated keen interest with discussions spilling over onto the Swissbit booth.

Visitors to the booth were treated to an array of new product launches, including the 1TB X-60m2 durabit™ MLC SSD in M.2 format as well as the X-60P, a 2.5" SATA III SSD with Power Fail Protection circuit. A live demonstration on the booth displayed how the solution prevents data loss during a power failure.

FMS 2016 was characterized by ever greater 3D NAND chip capacities with up to 64 layers as well as the introduction of QLC (4 bits per cell). These product innovations are largely driven by consumer and enterprise markets. The introduction of such products into the Netcom- or indeed the automotive and embedded markets is not conceivable in the foreseeable future because of insufficient endurance and retention. "Swissbit’s strategy, therefore, will continue to focus on SLC and MLC technology which, as longevity products, will meet our customer requirements over the next few years," said Ulrich Brandt, Director Marketing Swissbit AG. Looking back at FMS 2016, he continued: "Another key theme at the show was NVM (non-volatile memory), such as 3D XPoint or Z-NAND. This technology will continue to play a major role in Storage Class Memory and Big Data analysis, however, it still requires a lot of investment in system support."
Several manufacturers announced a shortage of NAND products for Q4 2016 and the following quarters, which have already resulted in rising component prices. Brandt reassured: "Swissbit has reacted quickly and is prepared for this development and sees no disruptions in the ability to deliver."
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Swissbit booth at Flash Memory Summit was typically very busy throughout the show.
