New home to mark 10th anniversary
Niedernhall (Germany), 18 August 2020 – Wurth Electronics ICS, Inc., the US subsidiary of Würth Elektronik ICS, is celebrating its 10th anniversary as well as its move to a new site with twice the production space as the old facility. Wurth Electronics ICS, Inc. has a current workforce of 40. By doubling the floor space from 1,760 to 3,500 square meters, the new facility sets the stage for further growth and lets the company boost automation in its production operations, something that was not possible at the former site. 
Its modern new facility, located at 1982 Byers Road, Miamisburg, Ohio, 45342 offers improved logistics thanks to better transport links and lets the company draw on a larger pool of available workers. The new site has the potential to accommodate future growth for many years.
